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MEDNet is a European project which has developed a health care network in rural areas in Peru and Brazil. Isolated clinics at rural areas communicate in regular basis via satellite, based on DVB-RCS (Digital Video Broadcasting - Return Channel Satellite), with central hospitals in Peru and Brazil. In addition, there are three more sites connected via ADSL with a central hospital in Brazil. Physicians at the isolated sites are sending ultrasound examinations in order to get a second opinion from expert physicians. The system is in operation since June 2010 and a big number of teleconsultations take place daily.Within the paper the teleconsultations workflow will be given in detail and also some statistic results will be presented.
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
