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The „Wielkopolska Center of Telemedicine” project has built a regional telemedical network enabling electronic communication of 20+ hospitals in the Wielkopolska region, Poland with university hospitals through a comprehensive telemedical platform. The pilot area of telemedicine deployment in Wielkopolska has been trauma. The platform created in result of the project works enables the medical personnel of participating hospitals to remotely consult difficult trauma cases with clinical experts according to a standardized procedure implemented within a SOA-BPM supported teleinformation system. The teleconsultation system is complemented with services created on top of an educational registry of medical cases which comprises a knowledge source jointly built by the Wielkopolska healthcare community. It allows to deliver medical teleeducation, clinical decision support and medical reporting services. The telemedical services enabled for use by the Wielkopolska healthcare professionals  allow to increase the safety of patients with multiple injuries, and share experience and knowledge with a benefit of improving the overall quality of diagnosis and therapy of injuries. The Wielkopolska Center of Telemedicine platform has been developed by Poznan Supercomputing and Networking Center, Poznan University of Medical Sciences and Poznan University of Technology using state-of-the-art ICT technologies allowing for flexible growth in the future. The development of the regional teletrauma network in Wielkopolska has been supported by a grant from Iceland, Liechtenstein and Norway through the EEA Financial Mechanism and has been co‑financed by Ministry of Science and Higher Education and Ministry of Health of the Republic of Poland.
