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This paper describes the process of collaborative creating ontology of dermatovenereology domain. Ontology is a hierarchically structured knowledge base which can be used in education or as a basis for an expert system. The ontology developed within this research is an advisory/consulting and educational service. It contains more than 2500 symptoms of 277 diseases. It is not just a hierarchy, but it also comprises specificity of symptoms and patient medical history. This ontology can improve the quality of diagnosing in dermatovenereology by aiding the decision making process.
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
