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This presentation will tell the story of The Child and Adolescent Psychological Telemedicine Outreach Service operating from the Children's Hospital at Westmead, NSW Australia. Evaluations, feedback and ongoing collaborative development has kept the service operating. IT includes direct service to children and families, case consultations, clinical supervision and educational activities. Regular evaluations have taken place to inform the ongoing service development. Relationships between rural clinicians and the hospital based clinicians are maintained by site visits. The presentation will demonstrate the importance of privileged city-based services providing support to rural clinicians. Allied health, medical and psychiatry services are provided by videoconference on a regular basis. 
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
