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Moodle, the open source e-learning platform, is a tool to create online courses, as a Learning Management System (LMS) allows to track students. It tracks all learning activities that happen online. In order to find out if there is any relationship between learning activities and students’ performance, we analyzed the 2011 data set of the English electronic Short Course on AntiRetroviral Treatment (eSCART), a four-month distance learning course on HIV/AIDS care targeting physicians working in resource limited settings, this is a online tutor guided course were interactions are placed via discussion forum per topic, a CD Rom is sent in advance in order to allow the students to access the heavy materials offline due to internet constrains in low resource limited settings. We have matched data retrieved from Moodle database with the results of an anonymous home-developed questionnaire. This survey grasped the relationship between the time participants spent offline with the specific online learning activities and the correlation between offline/online activities and students’ performance. This information has been helpful in order to understand the roles of the learning activities, plan future learning activities and to inform our participants to plan in advance about how much time they need to spend offline and online during our distance learning course the course
